Deserts of the World - Explore the folklore and
exotic plants and animals of the major deserts of
the world...from the Sahara to the Gobi.

Elephants: Fact and Fiction — Discover
imaginary and real elephants from Babar King of
the Elephants to African elephants who work for a
living.

Excel 101 - Create surveys, collect data, learn
how to graph and use spreadsheets with this
popular software.

4/5 — Machines with Power — Build a power car,
dragster, insect walker, and a dogbot and
investigate movement and energy, effect of wheel
size and mass on movement, cams and cranks.
